Then turn right when you see the big fountain on the right, about 11 kilometers
from Aviano. Continue over the small hill to the T where you turn left. Travel about 100
meters and turn right onto Viale Stazione. The restaurant will be on the right hand side
of the road with a huge parking lot just past the building.

Summer brings many festivals to Italy. Look for posters announcing a festa or a sagra as you travel
around Italy, even in smaller villages. Many Italian towns have outdoor music concerts beginning in
June, too. Although smaller festivals are everywhere, here are some of the highlights.

Italy's Festa della Repubblica on June 2 is a national holiday (no school for children attending Italian
scuola). The Feast of Corpus Christi or Corpus Domini, 60 days after Easter, and the Feast Day of San
Giovanni (St. John the Baptist), June 24, are two June holidays that will be celebrated in many parts of
Italy.

Here are some good places to go for Corpus Domini festivals:

Castelrotto in the Trentino-Alto Adige region has a big festival.

Orvieto has a costumed procession of over 400 people and streets are decorated with flowers.
Infiorata, spectacular flower petal art displays, are held in many Italian towns the Sunday after Corpus

Hundreds of tiny lamps float in the lake and there's a big fireworks display
the evening. The following morning brings a boat parade with traditional
boats decorated with flowers followed by folk dancing and flag throwing
competitions. Events are held the weekend closest to St. John's Day, June 24.

However, perhaps the two of the biggest festivals are right in our neighbor-

ing Veneto. For their Concerti in Villa the Veneto region around Vincenza opens up its villas or their
grounds for a series of summertime concerts and performances. From Famous pieces like Palladio’s La
Rotonda to little known Renaissance villas, the settings are memorable and the music is sweet.

And, of course, Verona is place to visit during the summer months. On Friday, 18 June, Verona's Opera
in Arena kicks off its summer schedule with a performance of Turandot. You don't want to miss experi-
encing operatic masterpieces in Verona's ancient Roman amphitheater. Performances last throughout
the summer.

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Out To Lunch Bunch recently ventured to a charming little osteria con cucina

( Da Laura) just across the canal in the old Serravalle section of Vittoria Veneto.
Vittoria is a beautiful and historically significant Italian city about 45 minutes
away. Vittoria Veneto is actually a combination of two ancient towns, Serravalle
and Ceneda, which only united in 1866 when Veneto became part of the Kingdom
of Italy ruled by King Vittorio Emanuele Il. The city is the site of the final battle of
Italy's "Great War" (1912%918), when Italian troops liberated Vittorio from the
Austrians on Oct. 30, 1918. Soon after, Vittorio gained city status and became
known as Vittorio Veneto.

There's a great museum housed in a fantastic 15th century Palazzo and the
Church of Santa Maria Nova, with Titian's Glorious Madonna and Child. Also
some cute shops along archcanopied streets , including a little French store,
selling foie gras, huille d'olive and other French produces.

The Contadino, The Cook and the Extra Virgin  is a
week long festival in June celebrating olives, olive oill,
and cooking. The festival is held in the southern Puglia
region in Spongano, 44 km south of Lecce, in the heel of
Italy's boot. Read more and get information about the
festival - June Olive Oil Festival in Lecce, Italy.

In the evening
on the Arno River, there is a palio of rowboats carrying lit
candles followed by fireworks.
