from 1571 the first Sunday in September. Festivities include a procession followed by an 

archery competition and tournaments where the districts of the town compete.  The town  

of Cormons in the same region also has a Renaissance pageant and parade the first Sunday 

of September.  

 Corsa degli asini  - A historic donkey race in the Fruili -Venezia Guilia town of Fagagna takes 

place the first Sunday in September. Teams from four regional hamlets compete.  

  La Notte Bianca , White Night, in Rome is an all night festival the second Saturday of Sep-

tember. Music and entertainment fills Rome's squares, theaters, and public places and shops 

and museums are open at night and public transport runs all night with bargain fares.  

  Juliet's Birthday  (of Romeo and Juliet) is celebrated September 12 in Verona. The day will 

be filled with parades, dances, and street entertainment.  

  Burano Regatta  - Similiar to Venice's historic regata, this one takes place off the island of 

Burano, near Venice, the third weekend of September.
